President John Taylor called the meeting to order at 10:10 AM.  A quorum was established. John welcomed all Board members, stated his appreciation to Gary Bass for his past leadership of VCA, and outlined his plan to have the board members fully engaged and involved with the activities of VCA, to ensure that VCA provides educational opportunities and resources to its membership, and to have VCA impact as many correctional professionals as possible.

The Minutes of the December 1, 2004 meeting were reviewed, and accepted.  Kim stated that the VCA treasury has a balance of $20,255.50 with no outstanding receipts and presented the proposed 2005 VCA Budget. The Treasurer’s report and the 2005 budget were approved.

Committee Reports:

Conference Planning - The Committee is scheduled to meet after today’s Board Meeting.  Information was distributed on the proposed site, Virginia Beach Oceanfront Hilton, for October 19-21, 2005.

Membership  - There was no report, however there was a review of last year’s membership drive activities.  Posters, payroll deduction, and the VCA website will continue to be used to promote membership.  Student chapters and an electronic membership drive were discussed.  Donna agreed to represent VCA at the ASD on February 14 at 8:30 am to the Basic Skills class of new employees.

Publications and Public Relations – There was no report.  Cate did note that the first draft of the next newsletter is in progress.

Professional Training and Scholarship – David reported that all the funds from last year’s budget had been awarded.  This year’s $2000 scholarship budget is being funded through a contribution from The GEO Group.

Constitutions and By-laws – Patricia reported that Ed and Donna were working on the mission statement.  John challenged the Board to read VCA’s constitution, available on the website, before the next meeting and to make recommendations to Patricia.

Nominations – No report.

Old Business:  Gary announced that Duncan Mills has agreed to develop information on the History of VCA.  A request for any VCA related pictures was made and should be sent to Duncan at Atmore. 

New Business: John presented a recap of the ACA Winter Conference at Phoenix noting that the reception sponsored by VCA was successful. Discussion of the ACA Summer Conference to be held in Baltimore included having the Scholarship Committee make a recommendation at the next Board meeting for attendance by members at large and VCA to provide items for the Silent Auction fundraiser for Habitat for Humanity at the Summer Conference.

Barbara informed the Board that VCA had committed to support the upcoming 11th National Workshop on Adult and Juvenile Female Offenders Workshop to be held October 1-5, 2005 at Sheraton Norfolk Waterside Hotel.  Joyce Fogg is the designated contact person.

Win announced the annual Expressions Art Show and Sale by Virginia’s correctional youth to be held on February 14, 2005 at 4:30 PM at the General Assembly, First Floor Lobby.

The next scheduled meeting is Tuesday, February 22, 2005, 10:00 AM at Atmore.
