President John Taylor called the meeting to order at 10:05 AM.  A quorum was established.

The Minutes of the March 23, 2005 meeting were reviewed, and accepted.  John reported that there was a balance of $27,501.72, noting that all bills have been paid to date.  We are waiting for the audit report from June Kimbrel.  He also reported that Debbie Cottingham would be assisting Kim with handling the treasury accounting.

President’s Report:  John requested that the Board consider the 2006 Conference venue.  A site committee of Lillian, Don, Patricia, and Barbara volunteered to present suggestions/information on sites in Northern Virginia at the next Board meeting.  John introduced the idea of an electronic newsletter in order to reduce mailing and costs.  There was general discussion in favor of establishing a procedure to provide the membership the option of receiving the newsletter electronically or by regular mail.  John reported that Deb Groome has volunteered to assist with this program.   John polled the Board members who were interested in serving as evaluators for the ACA Summer Conference and would forward their names to ACA – they were Barbara, Phyllis, Don, and Wendy.  John also reminded the Board about providing items for the ACA Silent Auction held to benefit Habitat for Humanity. Mac indicated that he would provide cutting boards from DCE.

Jan Dow provided information on the DOC/DCE Special Olympics Raffle for a Sony 50” rear projection HDTV with stand and Home Theater System.  There will be only 3000 tickets sold at $5.00 per ticket with the drawing to take place at the VCA Conference on October 20, 2005. 

Committee Reports:

Conference Planning –“Partnering for Progress” - Barbara noted that the workshop subcommittee had recently met and was very productive.  Wendy shared the information on the development of workshops that would be meaningful to all participating agencies and a timetable for the subcommittee was developed.  Confirmation of speakers was set for May 10 with initial announcement for promotional flyers announcing the conference and proposed workshops would be ready by June 1.  The next workshop subcommittee will be held on May 10 at VCCW. The consensus of the Board was to have the registration information ready by the same date. A tentative deadline for having the program books printed was set for September 15. Patricia reported that the Social subcommittee made a site visit last week to ensure adequate accommodations for the various planned activities.  She will also have information for promotional publication by June 1. John showed the sample shirts from VCE to be considered for the registration committee.

Membership  - The Committee is waiting for updated printed materials. 

Publications and Public Relations – There was no report.

Professional Training and Scholarship – Jody noted that there were two current applications for the random member drawing for the $750 grant to attend the ACA Summer Conference.

Constitutions and By-laws – Patricia reported that that there were no additional suggestions for changes to the constitution or by-laws. The Committee will be meeting to provide final recommendations to the Board.
