President John Taylor called the meeting to order at 10:05 AM.  A quorum was established.

The Minutes of the May 24, 2005 meeting were reviewed. There was a change to the Social Committee information to delete no food to read that there will be light snacks.  The minutes were approved.  Kim reported that there was a balance of $29,651.88, noting that a sponsor had paid their conference fee and scholarship funds had been distributed.  The treasurer’s report was approved.

President’s Report:  John reported that VCA had 4 delegate seats for the Summer Conference.  The four delegates will be, Lillian Brooks, Patricia Barnes-Goodwyn, Jody Holland, and John Taylor.  He also reported that the sponsorships were going well and encouraged all Board members to solicit a new sponsor for advertisements and or sponsorship.

Committee Reports:

Conference Planning - Barbara noted that the Workshop subcommittee had identified most of the workshops and the information was now available in June’s Newsletter.  There is still confirmation required for the luncheon speakers and a tour to Indian Creek.  Pat requested the number of speakers in order to notify Patrick Henry on the number of gifts to be given to the conference presenters. The Social subcommittee have the activities scheduled and will check out the space for the hospitality room.  Patricia will work up the estimate for hosting casino night and provide the information to Kim for sponsorship.  The Registration subcommittee has provided the registration form for the June Newsletter as well.  Donna stated that Wendy has volunteered to pack the goody bags at VCCW prior to the conference.  Joanne Smith will coordinate the program printing with Wendy.  It was recommended that another site visit be made for finalizing details.  
Membership - No Report

Publications and Public Relations – The June edition of the VCA Newsletter was ready for mailing and Donna noted that Jill had done a terrific job on updating the VCA web-site on the conference. The next newsletter for July will focus on conference activities.  Donna reported that she was setting up a booth at the 2-day VCCA/Counselor Week Conference at the Academy, Wednesday, June 29, 2005.  (Donna reports that 50 members signed up during the 2 days!)  Win noted there was a DCE Conference scheduled for August 24 – 26 and VCA should consider setting up a booth.  Donna and Patricia will follow-up.

Professional Training and Scholarship – John announced the three VCA members who were randomly selected from those VCA members who applied for the $750 grant to attend the ACA Summer Conference in Baltimore.  They are Bea Anderson, Robin Autry, and Larry Jarvis.  The grant winner randomly selected from new numbers through June 1 is Norman Smith.  He reported that Dewey Jennings was the most recent recipient of the VCA $200 scholarship. 
Constitutions and By-laws – Patricia reported that she has presented a draft to John for review which will then be presented to the Board.

Nominations – No report.

Old Business: There was discussion on the 2006 conference site.  Lillian plans to check for state rates from the several sites responding to her inquiries. She noted the preliminary info indicates that the room rates may be cost prohibitive for locating the conference in Northern Virginia.  Barbara stated that she would check rates for the Charlottesville area.  
There was discussion on the VCA Conference Lottery, and John reported that it would probably similar to last year – full reimbursement for 125 VCA attendees and unlimited number for reimbursement of the registration fee.

New Business:   Lillian made a motion to provide one-day conference attendance to the first ten (10) full-time students who enroll as student members of the VCA.  The motion was carried.  Lillian volunteered to develop promotional materials.

It was mentioned that since ACA will be moving their offices to Virginia they should be welcomed and recognized by VCA.  A Virginia Basket was suggested and the majority agreed.
